Royal Caribbean is expected to make a decision today on the status of the Grandeur of the Seas cruise
ship. The ship is returning to the Port of Baltimore on Sunday morning from a cruise and is scheduled to
depart Sunday evening on another cruise.

We have
already mobilized snow team personnel who will work 12-hour shifts beginning Friday night and

prepared snow removal equipment for the plowing and salting of the marine terminals.
